Maps:
TempO: ISSprOM 2019-2, scale 1:3000 / 2 m. Mapped 2024, renewed in 2025. 01-03.

PreOSprint: ISSprOM 2019-2, scale 1:3000 / 2 m (enlarged from 1:4000). Mapped 2024, renewed
2025. 01-02.

PreO: ISSprOM 2019-2, scale 1:4000 / 1 m. Mapped 2024, renewed in 2025. 01-03.
PreO Time Control maps: enlarged for better readability 1:3000/ 1m

Maps are printed on Pretex paper (A4+). Therefore, the PreO maps will not be protected in plastic
covers. If you want, you can bring your own plastic cover.

The of most bushes are drawn on the map, but there are some small bushes that cannot be
represented.

Mapping - sighting lines:

We have checked the majority of sighting lines between objects, but you need to take into
consideration the fact that due to a lot of objects in small areas, it was sometimes necessary to
maintain correct relative positions of objects, so it is not always possible to keep the exact position of
objects due to the ISSprOM requirement on minimum gaps and dimensions. The technique to identify
two or more reference points on the map that line up with a feature on the map is not a recommended
method for finding the right answer and will not be accepted in any complaints.

Terrain:

TempO and PreO Sprint: Foot Golf Park with lot of smaller relief elements and vegetation typical of
golf courses.

PreO: Arboretum, with lot of special plant objects, lot of paths, forest of varying density.

Old maps: TempO OB 2024 - Kecskemét and Homokhati Kupa Sprint 2025

Paths: Basically good quality dirt road, and on the Foot Golf Park well-passable grasses. All path are
level without climbing. Assistants are recommended to wheelchair user. Organizers will not provide
any assistant. If you need an assistant on the course, please arrange your own assistant.

Embargoed area: map

Partial embargoed area: Hungarikum Hotel can be used as accommodation, but on the day of the
TempO competition you have to leave the area early (expectedly from 8 am).

Recording system: ToePunch system will be used for registration of answers and for time keeping on
the courses. Control cards and punchers will be used as back-up system. Please, bring your own
puncher. It will be possible to borrow a puncher.

Zero tolerance: 4m without exceptions.
Bibs: On both days, it is mandatory to wear the start numbers received at the registration.

Solutions: Will be available at the registration desk after the last competitor finishes the race and in
digital form at the website after competition.

Results
The results will be both day published online in the top.yg.cz website.

The overall ranking of Hungarian TrailO Weekend 2023 will be the sum of the points (calculated
according to CHIS Cup formula used also in TORUS) of the three competitions. The top three
competitors in classes Elite Physically Challenged, Elite Juniors and Elite Open will be awarded. The
prize giving ceremony will take place on Sunday next to the Competition Centre.

TempO
Classes: Elite (O - open, P - physically challenged, J - juniors)

First Start: 11:00; Startlist will be published later. We don’t use a strict startlist. If there is a free place,
anyone can start, but the competitor who arrives at her own start time will have priority.

Course: 6 stations x 5 tasks;

Distances:
Event Centre — 1st Station: 200m/0m
1st Station — 6" Station 300m/3m
6" Station — PreO Sprint Start 300m/0m
PreO Sprint course 265m/0m
Back to the event centre 310 m/ 0 m — Please, keep fair play!

Path: Well-passable grasses.
ANT system will be used in TempO competition.

Maps: Loose maps will be prepared at the time controls and TempO stations. If you rather use
bounded map or point the answers, inform the marshal at each stations.

Flags: The flags from neighbouring stations should not be visible, but in same cases we will use
red/white stripes to split competition areas to avoid any ambiguities.

PreO Sprint
Classes: Elite (O - open, P - physically challenged, J - juniors)
First Start: 11:00; Without startlist, after the end of TempO station
Course: 265 m/ 20 (A-Z) tasks;
Time limit: 29 minutes
Distances: see at TempO
Path: The first part is the path dirt road with good quality and grassy, the second part is asphalt road.

Recording system: ToePunch system will be used for registration of answers and for time keeping on
the courses. Control cards and punchers (or safety pin) will be used as back-up system. Please, bring
your own puncher. Some punchers will be possible to borrow at prestart.

Classification by total points (one point for each correctly solved control) minus a penalty of 1 point
for each 1 min or fraction used past the maximum allowed time. Total time used on the course will be
used as a tiebreaker.



PreO
Classes: Elite (O - open, P - physically challenged, J - juniors)

First Start: 10:00; Startlist will be published later. We don’t use a strict startlist. If there is a free place,
anyone can start, but the competitor who arrives at her own start time will have priority.

Course: 880 m/ 9 m, 36 tasks in two parts and 3 time control stations after the course, each with 3
tasks;

Free order of control picking in each section of the course.

Time limit: 135’ for Open Elit and Junior 140’ for Physically challenged

Distances:
Event Centre — Start: 10m/0Om
Part 1 820 m /7 m/ 30 tasks
Part 1 — Part 2 110m/0m
Part 2 60 m/2 m/ 6 tasks
TC section (to EC) 870m/2m

Path: On the course is the path dirt road with good quality.

Recording system: ToePunch system will be used for registration of answers and for time keeping on
the courses. Control cards and punchers (or safety pin) will be used as back-up system. Please, bring
your own puncher. Some punchers will be possible to borrow at prestart.
