Photo purpose 

The prioritized purposes are: 

1. to be a formal accreditation card ID photo for IOF Events 
2. to be used for TV/Media graphics athlete presentation 

Photo guidelines 

The photo is uploaded to IOF Eventor under “My pages”. 

• 4:3 proportion (4 Hight, 3 width) 
• Preferred size: 400*300 pixels (minimum size is 267*200 pixels) 
• File types: jpg; png 
• Photo in color, in focus and good contrast 
• Photo taken directly from the face front with a light background 
• No Headgear is permitted, except religious headgear if chin, forehead and both cheeks 

are clearly visible.
